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are typically in place for the duration of the procedures. Example interim measures for
students include, but are not limited to:
0 Arequirement not to have contact with specified individuals;
Limited access to specified areas at specified times;
Limited access to specified areas at all times;
Change in class schedule;
Periodic check-ins with Protective Services or Office of Student Support;
Any other condition, restriction or requirement that is appropriate and
proportionate to the situation, and that meets the above referenced goals.
